He hosts the TV show,
Louisiana Zydeco Live. Amanda has won awards for her dancing at
the Plaisance and Zydeco Extravaganza festivals.

Chef Michael Richard brings 15 years of Cajun culinary talent
to BJ2005 and is a past winner of “Best Louisiana Chef.” He’ll provide
dinner, including a vegetarian option,  at 6pm on Thursday, three
meals a day Friday and Saturday, brunch Sunday and midnight snacks
after the evening dances. Note: the kitchen cannot accommodate
individual dietary requests. A refrigerator and a microwave are
available for campers to store and prepare personal food.

Facility and Accommodations
The camp, nestled in the mountains of Capon Bridge, WV, is 2 hours
west of Baltimore/DC and 2 hours east of Pittsburgh. There is a
fabulous open-air dance pavilion, hiking trails, a lake with beach and
a sauna. Housing is in rustic male, female and couples cabins that
sleep 8–12 people. Cabins have plumbing and electricity, but some
don’t have indoor showers. Dancers must bring their towels, linens,
pillows and blankets. Tenting sites are available, but no RV hookups.

Your confirmation
letter/e-mail includes directions and a packing list. Downhill cabins
with indoor showers are assigned to earliest registrants. A limited
number of private rooms with one double bed are available for $100.
Confirmation is dependent on maintaining a gender balance, 
so register early with a “dance buddy.”
